Harrietsham Church of England Primary School has
partnered with Atom Learning, a Key Stage 2 learning and
11+ preparation website, to provide free KS2 learning to
primary school children who are eligible for Pupil Premium.

Eligible students will receive access to Atom Home for free (normally £575.90 a year).

There is a 5-day free trial of Atom available for non-Pupil Premium families.

What is Atom Home?

Atom Home is an online learning and exam preparation platform for ages 7-11. Covering English,
maths, verbal reasoning and non-verbal reasoning, children can practise 11+ questions and explore
learning resources, mock tests, video tutorials, and exam preparation materials.
